The Clutts’ farm consists of over 400 acres in Jackson Township.
They have installed many conservation practices including conserva-
tion tillage, 234 acres of alfalfa & grass seedings, 46 acre tree planting,
0.7 acre wetland, one grassed waterway, a composting facility, no sprays
on the crops, use of cover crops, fields seeded to forage, a 13,030 foot
access road, 1,600 square foot heavy use area, 3,005 feet of pipeline,
two mobile watering facilities, and 20,020 feet of fence. Many of these
practices were installed through the Conservation Reserve Program and
the Environmental Quality Incentive Program.
